         Week 15: 4/7 to 4/13


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt . 

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
1 Corinthians 1

 1Paul, called to be an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, and our brother Sosthenes,

 2To the church of God in Corinth, to those sanctified in Christ Jesus and called to be holy, together with all those everywhere who call on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ—their Lord and ours:

 3Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

 4I always thank God for you because of his grace given you in Christ Jesus. 5For in him you have been enriched in every way—in all your speaking and in all your knowledge— 6because our testimony about Christ was confirmed in you. 7Therefore you do not lack any spiritual gift as you eagerly wait for our Lord Jesus Christ to be revealed. 8He will keep you strong to the end, so that you will be blameless on the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9God, who has called you into fellowship with his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, is faithful.
 10I appeal to you, brothers, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree with one another so that there may be no divisions among you and that you may be perfectly united in mind and thought. 11My brothers, some from Chloe's household have informed me that there are quarrels among you. 12What I mean is this: One of you says, "I follow Paul"; another, "I follow Apollos"; another, "I follow Cephas"; still another, "I follow Christ."

 13Is Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Were you baptized into the name of Paul? 14I am thankful that I did not baptize any of you except Crispus and Gaius, 15so no one can say that you were baptized into my name. 16(Yes, I also baptized the household of Stephanas; beyond that, I don't remember if I baptized anyone else.) 17For Christ did not send me to baptize, but to preach the gospel—not with words of human wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.

 18For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. 19For it is written: 

   "I will destroy the wisdom of the wise; 

      the intelligence of the intelligent I will frustrate."

 20Where is the wise man? Where is the scholar? Where is the philosopher of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? 21For since in the wisdom of God the world through its wisdom did not know him, God was pleased through the foolishness of what was preached to save those who believe. 22Jews demand miraculous signs and Greeks look for wisdom, 23but we preach Christ crucified: a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, 24but to those whom God has called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. 25For the foolishness of God is wiser than man's wisdom, and the weakness of God is stronger than man's strength.

 26Brothers, think of what you were when you were called. Not many of you were wise by human standards; not many were influential; not many were of noble birth. 27But God chose the foolish things of the world to shame the wise; God chose the weak things of the world to shame the strong. 28He chose the lowly things of this world and the despised things—and the things that are not—to nullify the things that are, 29so that no one may boast before him. 30It is because of him that you are in Christ Jesus, who has become for us wisdom from God—that is, our righteousness, holiness and redemption. 31Therefore, as it is written: "Let him who boasts boast in the Lord."
1 Corinthians 1 – Commentary

Introduction: 

“Ancient Corinth had become a prominent city-state in the southern Greek province known as Achaia several centuries before the time of Christ. Already in this era, it had eclipsed Athens in prominence […] Roman Corinth had roughly eighty thousand people with an additional twenty thousand in nearby rural areas […] In Paul’s day, it was probably the wealthiest city in Greece and a major, multicultural urban center.”
 

“The accounts of Strabo and of the second-century C.E. writer Pausanias indicate that the city supported numerous sites of pagan worship and was adorned by magnificent statues of gods and goddesses in public places, including a large statue of Athena in the middle of the [marketplace] […]  The Corinthian Christians would have been confronted on a daily basis by these imposing symbolic reminders of the religiopolitical world out of which they had been called.”

“Paul had founded the Christian community in Corinth through his preaching and teaching (Acts 18:1-11); consequently, he describes himself as having planted the community (1 Cor. 3:6), or having laid its foundation (3:10), or even as having ‘fathered’ it (4:15). According to Luke’s account, Paul spent eighteen months in Corinth (Acts 18:11), sufficient time to develop significant relationships there and to provide extensive instruction.”

“Two or three years after leaving the church he’d started in Corinth, Paul heard disturbing reports: Strife and division were seriously threatening the young church. Some had become spiritually arrogant, leading to further problems such as sexual misconduct, wrongs against other believers, abuse of spiritual gifts and misunderstanding of basic Christian teachings. Paul wrote seeking to restore balance to the church.”

v.1 “Sosthenes.  Perhaps the synagogue ruler at Corinth who was assaulted by the Greeks (Ac 18:17).  If so, he obviously became a Christian – possibly while Paul was preaching at Corinth (Ac 18:18) or during Apollos’ ministry there (Ac 19:1).”
 

v.5 “It is precisely these gifts of speech and knowledge that have become the instruments of division in the community. Paul never denies that such knowledge and speech are authentic gifts of God; indeed, he gives thanks for them rather than deploring them. At the same time, however, he stresses that they are gifts of God; that is, they are not expressions of the Corinthians own autonomous spiritual capacity or brilliance.”

vv.7-9 “How can Paul be so thankful and positive about a church rife with divisions and abuses even of these very gifts? Verses 8-9 supply the answer: God’s character provides the guarantee. He will remain faithful to his promises ultimately to perfect his people, however immature they at times seem to be. When he returns, when the age of fulfillment of all of the remaining biblical promises arrives, then believers will be made wholly blameless. Acquitted of their past sins, they will be fully prepared for the life to come. Even now, his people are in the process of being remolded, even if it is with fits and starts, as they enter into a personal relationship with Jesus.”

v.10 “Paul’s basic appeal for unity involves several key expressions. He exhorts the church in the ‘name’ (power or authority) of Jesus that all of them ‘agree,’ literally meaning that they all ‘say the same thing.’ They must abolish ‘divisions,’ a political term for rival parties or factions. They should become ‘perfectly united,’ a verb probably better rendered ‘restored to unity,’ in ‘mind’ and ‘thought,’ terms that include the ideas of counsel and choice. Together these two expressions embrace volition as well as cognition.”

“However many differences there may be, or how distinctive the contributions to the body politic, the members of the body must never lose sight of the basis of Christian unity: the sacred death with Christ in which God inaugurated their new life in Christ. Christians are united in that they share the same prior indebtedness to sin’s power, the same utter need for God’s grace, and the same loving redemptive power of God’s mercy. Christian unity rests on the shared story, not on the opinions that believers have about issues, and not on the distinctive contributions they are enabled to make to the community of believers.”

vv.11-12 “The reasons for the rival alignments are not much clearer. In light of the dispute between Peter and Paul in Antioch (Gal. 2:11-14), many have seen a theological debate here too between a more legalistic and a more law-free gospel. Apollos, we know from Acts 18:24-28, was a gifted orator. Perhaps those inclined to be impressed with lofty rhetoric and speculative wisdom rallied around him. But there is little evidence that Paul, Peter, and Apollos were themselves at odds with one another at this point. And the disparity between the “haves” and the “have-nots” at the Lord’s Supper (11:17-34) suggests that a polarization along the lines of rich (with Apollos?) and poor (with one or more of the other party leaders?) may have been an even more fundamental factor in the divisions.”

v.17 “Paul’s fundamental mission is to preach the gospel, not to baptize. In other words, in Paul’s apostolic work the ministry of the Word is all-important, whereas the ministry of ‘sacrament’ has only secondary significance; the community should not be divided by different sacramental practices, because its fundamental ground of unity lies in the proclaimed gospel.”

vv.18-21 “Verse 20b makes it clear that Paul is not disparaging Christian wisdom, intelligence, scholarship, or philosophy; indeed 2:6-16 will expound the appropriate wisdom for believers. Rather, he is predicting the ultimate demise of the sages, legal experts, and orators “of this age” or “of this world”—parallel expressions for sinful humanity apart from Christ.”

vv.22-25 “The scandal of this message is difficult for Christians of a later era to imagine[…]  All of this is understandably baffling to Paul’s hearers in the an​cient Mediterranean world. Jews, who have suffered long under the burden of foreign oppression, quite reasonably look for manifestations of God’s power: signs like those done by Moses at the time of the exo​dus, perhaps portending at last God’s powerful deliverance of his peo​ple again from bondage. The Messiah should be a man of power, manifesting supernatural proofs of God’s favor. Greeks, with their proverbial love of learning, quite reasonably look for wisdom: reason​able accounts of the order of things presented in a logically compelling and aesthetically pleasing manner. The Christ should be a wise teacher of philosophical truths. But no! God has blown away all apparently rea​sonable criteria: the Christ is a crucified criminal.”

v.26-31 “Of course, it is possible to be rich and Christian, but frequently at the times the church has been least compromised with culture and politics, the majority of believers have not come from the upper classes of the world. From the pre-Constantinian era to the Radical Reformation, from religiously motivated immigration to America in past centuries to the rapid spread of Christianity in the Two-Thirds World today, this trend has proved surprisingly recurrent. For it is precisely the well-to-do who are often likely not to sense any need for God, because they believe they can buy or manipulate their way into meeting all their needs.”

· What has God given me so that I can eagerly prepare for the return of the Lord?

· How do the facts that God will keep me strong to the end, that I will be blameless on the day of our Lord Jesus and that God is faithful motivate me in my fight against sin?

· What has God called me into?  How have I been fellowshipping with Jesus?

· What should be the basis of unity within the church (v. 10, 17)?

· Apostle Paul appeals to them based on the fact that they are brothers in Jesus Christ.  Why is unity so important in the church?

· What was the nature of their quarrels? 

· Why would people talk about whom they are following when they are all supposed to follow Christ?  And why would this lead to division?

1 Cor 1:13-16

· Why is Paul using the issue of baptism to address their division?

· How is this a clue to what often causes division within the church?

· Based on vv. 10-16, summarize the possible causes for divisions within the church.

1 Cor 1:17

· What did Paul see as his mission?

· What does it mean to speak with words of human wisdom and what are some ways that we do this?  

· How does this lead to the cross of Christ being emptied of its power?

1 Cor 1:18-19

· Why is the cross foolishness to the world?

1 Cor 1:20-25

· How has God made foolish the wisdom of the world? 

· What can I conclude about my worldly wisdom?

· Recall incidents where I’ve experienced God working in a way against my “worldly wisdom.” 

1 Cor 1:26-31

· Why does Paul ask them to think of what they were when they were called?

· Think about my own journey.  In what state was I in when the Gospel came to me? How do I feel when I think back to the state I was in when I was called? Do I agree with Paul that there is no reason to boast, except to boast in the Lord? 

· Recall stories of God choosing the “lowly things” of the world to shame the wise and the “despised things” to nullify the things that are.  If God chose the “foolish” and “lowly” to powerfully advance his kingdom during the early church period, what does that tell me about the legitimacy of human valuations during that time?  How does this challenge how I should regard the system of human valuations in today’s culture?
