           Week 27: 6/30 to 7/6


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt .
2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Luke 15
 1Now the tax collectors and "sinners" were all gathering around to hear him. 2But the Pharisees and the teachers of the law muttered, "This man welcomes sinners and eats with them."

 3Then Jesus told them this parable: 4"Suppose one of you has a hundred sheep and loses one of them. Does he not leave the ninety-nine in the open country and go after the lost sheep until he finds it? 5And when he finds it, he joyfully puts it on his shoulders 6and goes home. Then he calls his friends and neighbors together and says, 'Rejoice with me; I have found my lost sheep.' 7I tell you that in the same way there will be more rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons who do not need to repent.

 8"Or suppose a woman has ten silver coins and loses one. Does she not light a lamp, sweep the house and search carefully until she finds it? 9And when she finds it, she calls her friends and neighbors together and says, 'Rejoice with me; I have found my lost coin.' 10In the same way, I tell you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner who repents."
 11Jesus continued: "There was a man who had two sons. 12The younger one said to his father, 'Father, give me my share of the estate.' So he divided his property between them.

 13"Not long after that, the younger son got together all he had, set off for a distant country and there squandered his wealth in wild living. 14After he had spent everything, there was a severe famine in that whole country, and he began to be in need. 15So he went and hired himself out to a citizen of that country, who sent him to his fields to feed pigs. 16He longed to fill his stomach with the pods that the pigs were eating, but no one gave him anything.

 17"When he came to his senses, he said, 'How many of my father's hired men have food to spare, and here I am starving to death! 18I will set out and go back to my father and say to him: Father, I have sinned against heaven and against you. 19I am no longer worthy to be called your son; make me like one of your hired men.' 20So he got up and went to his father. 

       "But while he was still a long way off, his father saw him and was filled with compassion for him; he ran to his son, threw his arms around him and kissed him.

 21"The son said to him, 'Father, I have sinned against heaven and against you. I am no longer worthy to be called your son.'

 22"But the father said to his servants, 'Quick! Bring the best robe and put it on him. Put a ring on his finger and sandals on his feet. 23Bring the fattened calf and kill it. Let's have a feast and celebrate. 24For this son of mine was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found.' So they began to celebrate.

 25"Meanwhile, the older son was in the field. When he came near the house, he heard music and dancing. 26So he called one of the servants and asked him what was going on. 27'Your brother has come,' he replied, 'and your father has killed the fattened calf because he has him back safe and sound.'

 28"The older brother became angry and refused to go in. So his father went out and pleaded with him. 29But he answered his father, 'Look! All these years I've been slaving for you and never disobeyed your orders. Yet you never gave me even a young goat so I could celebrate with my friends. 30But when this son of yours who has squandered your property with prostitutes comes home, you kill the fattened calf for him!'

 31" 'My son,' the father said, 'you are always with me, and everything I have is yours. 32But we had to celebrate and be glad, because this brother of yours was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found.' "

Luke 15 – Commentary 

v.1 “Tax Collectors: A group of Jews despised by other Jews for collaborating with the Roman government that ruled over them.  Tax collectors paid the authorities for the privilege of collecting taxes, then overcharged the people, skimming money off the top to line their own pockets.”

v.4 “It may seem foolish for the shepherd to leave 99 sheep to go search for just one. But the shepherd knew that the 99 would be safe in the sheepfold, whereas the lost sheep was in danger. […] God’s love for each individual is so great that he seeks each one out and rejoices when he or she is ‘found.’”

v.8-10 “A drachma was a silver coin worth about a denarius, or a day’s wage. Hence, ten drachmas would not have been a great sum of money.  The point of the parable would have been lost if the coin had been of great value. Who would not search for a lost fortune? But the parable points to the human reaction to prize what is lost, even if it is of lesser value than what one still possesses.”

v.12  A less loving father could have had his son stoned to death for such a rebellious attitude (Deut. 21:18-21).  The son’s terrible offense to his father illustrates the depth of the offense sinners give God.”

 “How much did the younger son inherit? According to Jewish law, the firstborn son received a double share of the inheritance, twice as much as any of his brothers.  The younger son would have gotten 1/3 of the estate and the older son 2/3 (Deut. 21:17).”

v.13 “got together all he had. The son's motive becomes apparent when he departs, taking with him all his possessions and leaving nothing behind to come back to. He wants to be free of parental restraint and to spend his share of the family wealth as he pleases.”

v.17 “There he ‘came to himself.’ This pregnant phrase leaves much to the reader’s imagination. The younger son reclaims his identity. No longer deserving to be called his father’s son, he nevertheless resolves to leave the far country and return to his own land and to his father, as Jacob long before had responded to God’s call for him to ‘return to your country and to your kindred’ (Gen 32:9). The expression ‘he came to himself’ affirms the human capacity to renounce foolish error and reclaim one’s heritage and potential.”

v.19 “So the son decided to come home and plead to be taken back not as a son but in the lowest rank of slaves, the hired servants, the men who were only day laborers. The ordinary slave was in some sense a member of the family, but the hired servant could be dismissed at a day's notice. He was not one of the family at all.”

vv.21-24 “Insofar as we may see God’s love reflected in the response of the waiting father, the parable reassures all who would confess, ‘Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you.’ The father runs to meet his son even before the son can voice his confession, and the father’s response is far more receptive than the son had dared even to imagine. The father’s celebration conveys the joy in heaven. The picture is one of sheer grace. No penance is required: it is enough that the son has come home.”

v.29-30 “The elder brother speaks first, venting his anger (vv. 29-30). His emotion is signaled subtly. Every time the younger brother has spoken to his father he has always respectfully addressed him as ‘Father,’ even in his soliloquy  (vv. 12, 18, 21). The elder brother, however, refuses to acknowledge his relationship either to his father or to his brother. First, he abruptly says ‘Listen!’ (NRSV) rather than ‘Father.’ Then he likens his role to that of a servant (which, ironically, is what the younger son had been prepared to ask for on his return). Finally he refers to his brother as ‘this son of yours.’”

v. 31-32 “Although the elder brother had not addressed him as ‘Father,’ the father’s first word, ‘son,’ predicates all that follows on that relationship. A chiastic statement underscores the closeness of the relationship between them: ‘You are always with me, and all that is mine is yours.”[…] If repentance for the prodigal son means learning to say ‘Father’ again, then for the elder son it means learning to say ‘brother’ again […] The position of the Pharisees and scribes who grumbled  because Jesus ate with tax collectors and sinners has been unmasked as the self-serving indignation of the elder brother who denied his relationship both to his father and to his brother by his refusal to join in the celebration. In the world of the parable, one cannot be a son without also being a brother.”

Luke 15 – DT Questions

Luke 15:1-2

· How did the tax collector and “sinners” approach Jesus? 

· How did the Pharisees approach Jesus?  

· Why did the Pharisees think it was wrong for Jesus to eat with “sinners?”   What does this reveal about their attitude toward sinners and their own view of themselves?  How does my view of myself affect how I will approach Jesus?  

Luke 15:3-10

· Why would a shepherd leave his flock of 99 to search for one lost sheep?  

· What do these two parables teach us about love?

· What are two ways you can see the value of the lost items in these parables? 

· This passage is a metaphor for how God searches after us.  In what ways has God tried to find you?

· What is God’s view of me?  How should this parable change my view of myself and others?  

Luke 15:12  
· Why was the younger son’s demand for the inheritance particularly offensive/hurtful to the father?

Luke 15:13  
· What does the “distant country” symbolize?  What is that “distant country” for me? 

· When did the prodigal son come to his senses?

· What prompted the prodigal son’s return home?

· What was the attitude of the prodigal son as he was returning home?

· What does genuine repentance look like as depicted in the prodigal son’s return home?  

· What would have been the just response of the father upon seeing his son? 

· What does the father’s surprising response reveal about the essence of our relationship with God? 

· What was restored as the father gave the son the ring and the robe?  In what ways has God restored my own dignity from my sinful condition?

Luke 15:28-30

· Identify the reasons for the older brother’s anger.

· His anger reveals his view of his father as a taskmaster.  Based on v.29, name 2 things that led him to form this view of the father.

· How do what I do and what I think I deserve form my view of God?

· How can obedience (“never disobeyed your orders”) feel like “slaving” away?  I.e. What kind of “obedience” leads to bitterness?  

Luke 15:29-32

· What makes for a “celebration” for the older brother?  What is the father’s role in that “celebration”?  Is the father part of that “celebration”?

· What are the causes for “celebration” for me?  How do my causes for “celebration” match with God’s?  What lessons can I learn from this?

· Even though the older son physically lived with the father, he never experienced the father like the younger son.  What was the reason for this?

· What is tragic about this older son?  What does the older son need to do at this point to reverse the tragic position that he is in?

Luke 15:31 
· What might have been the older son’s response to the father’s statement “you are always with me, and everything I have is yours”?  How might this not be good news for the older son?
