           Week 31: 7/28 to 8/3


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt . 

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Colossians 3
 1Since, then, you have been raised with Christ, set your hearts on things above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God. 2Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things. 3For you died, and your life is now hidden with Christ in God. 4When Christ, who is your[a] life, appears, then you also will appear with him in glory.

 5Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to your earthly nature: sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which is idolatry. 6Because of these, the wrath of God is coming.[b] 7You used to walk in these ways, in the life you once lived. 8But now you must rid yourselves of all such things as these: anger, rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from your lips. 9Do not lie to each other, since you have taken off your old self with its practices 10and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge in the image of its Creator. 11Here there is no Greek or Jew, circumcised or uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave or free, but Christ is all, and is in all.

 12Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 13Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. 14And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity.

 15Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful. 16Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God. 17And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.
 18Wives, submit to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord.

 19Husbands, love your wives and do not be harsh with them.

 20Children, obey your parents in everything, for this pleases the Lord.

 21Fathers, do not embitter your children, or they will become discouraged.

 22Slaves, obey your earthly masters in everything; and do it, not only when their eye is on you and to win their favor, but with sincerity of heart and reverence for the Lord. 23Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men, 24since you know that you will receive an inheritance from the Lord as a reward. It is the Lord Christ you are serving. 25Anyone who does wrong will be repaid for his wrong, and there is no favoritism.


Colossians 3 – Commentary
v. 1  “The opening statement in 3:1, “Since, then, you have been raised with Christ,” parallels the statement in 2:20, “Since (ei) you have died with Christ.” Dying with Christ symbolizes the drastic split with the old life (3:2) and forms an essential part of Paul’s warning against the rules of a hollow and deceptive philosophy. Being raised with Christ emphasizes the new status of believers, which requires a new way of life. It refers to the power source for living the new life.”

vv.5-8  “Paul insists that the old nature is not renewed or reformed; instead, it is put to death. This forceful image means that Christian renewal is not some cosmetic overhaul of our sinful personalities. We do not simply add on a veneer of Christian values that only laminates our old nature and its value system. Paul does not tell us to put on new clothes over the old; the old must be stripped off and thrown away. We need more than a few minor adjustments and cannot skip over the key element of dying with Christ.”

v. 5  “The vices are heavily weighted toward sexual sins: “sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires.” […] Paul’s frequent warnings against it in his letters (see 1 Cor. 5:1, 9 – 10; 6:9; 2 Cor. 12:21; Gal. 5:19; Eph. 5:3; 1 Thess. 4:3) suggest that the society’s lax sexual mores were not easily weeded out from the habits of converts in his churches.”

v. 8  “Paul next turns his sights on various manifestations of anger, which destroy community: “anger, rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from your lips.” “Anger” refers to a chronic feeling as opposed to outbursts of “rage.” More subtle expressions of anger ooze out in the “malice” we bear others and the spiteful potshots we take to defame their reputations. “Filthy language from your lips” does not simply refer to curse words. It has in mind the abusive language we use to hurts others. Christian speech is not determined solely by whether it is true or false but by whether it helps or harms another.”

v. 10  “The phrasing of 3:10 […] conveys the following ideas. (1) It means that the new life does not come as the result of a successful, daily battle with temptation. Rather, the new life marks the starting point. Paul does not urge the Colossians to amend their lives for the better, to reform their ways, or to make minor modifications in the direction of their lives. As Schweizer points out, it is a matter of a new creation (cf. 2 Cor. 5:17), “not just giving up a few vices and accepting a few virtues.” One’s whole nature must be exchanged, not just revamped. (2) Since the new “is being renewed,” we are always needing more renewal.”

v. 11  “The “Scythians” were Mongol pastoral nomads, who moved from one seasonal pasture to another in the trackless steppes of the north. Most have assumed that “barbarian” and “Scythian” are not contrasting pairs but that the second term intensifies the idea of first one. Since we find literary stereotypes of the Scythians as a particularly brutish and savage people, “Scythian” could represent a worse form of barbarity (or “especially strange form or kind of barbarian”).”

v. 14  “If love is presented as a bond, it ties these other virtues together. We cannot truly exhibit compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, and patience without love. Love “maintains the balance, but brings each of the other virtues to perfection.” 

But Paul’s main concern is not that these virtues be joined together in a perfect unity. Instead, he is concerned about diverse individuals — Greek, Jew, barbarian, Scythian, slave and free — being joined together in one community […] Love bonds the community of believers together into the one body where peace reigns (3:15) and leads to their perfection (see Eph. 4:13).”

v. 18  “The verb “submit” does not convey some innate inferiority but is used for a modest, cooperative demeanor that puts others first. It was something expected of all Christians regardless of their rank or gender (Mark 10:41 – 45; 1 Cor. 16:16; Eph. 5:21, 24; Phil. 2:3 – 4; 1 Peter 5:5). […]

Paul also qualifies this submission further with the phrase, “as is fitting in the Lord.” Lohse comments that what is regarded as “fitting” is determined entirely by custom and tradition. Those who have ever lived in another culture for any length of time soon learn that things “fitting” in their own culture are unseemly in another. But Paul does not just say that it is culturally proper or correct but “fitting in the Lord.” The Lord determines what is fitting or not. Some things may be culturally acceptable, but reflection on them “in the Lord” leads to the realization that they are unfit for a Christian. This qualification recasts the wife’s submission to her husband by turning it into allegiance shown to Christ (cf. Eph. 5:22 – 24).”

v. 19  “Husbands are presented with a much more demanding task. (1) They are told to love their wives. This command reveals that Paul is not writing to prop up the authority and rights of husbands, which everyone took for granted. Instead, he reminds husbands of their obligations “in the Lord.” Most in the ancient world did not expect a marriage to be grounded in love. It was considered to be an accord, albeit an unequal one, between a man and a woman to produce legitimate heirs.”

v. 20  “It was unusual, however, to address children directly, as if they were independent, responsible subjects. Children are told here to “obey your parents in everything,” a variation of the command to honor one’s mother and father (Ex. 20:12). This command assumes that parents will not demand anything unseemly from their children (cf. Mark 6:24 – 25). The command also takes for granted that the parents have the best interest of their children at heart. When their children ask for a fish, they will not give them stones (Matt. 7:7 – 9; Luke 11:11 – 13). 

But the children’s duty to obey their parents is transformed into obedience “in the Lord.” Paul emphasizes a child’s pleasing the Lord, not just the parents. He or she owes obedience above all to the Lord. The child’s independent relationship with the Lord surpasses the relationship with parents, and Christ’s obedience to his Father in all things serves as the model.”

v. 22  “The command that slaves must obey their masters in everything is jarring to those who now consider the institution of slavery to be abhorrent. In the first century, however, it was an entrenched reality that the early Christians could neither change nor ignore. Paul does not sanctify slavery with these commands but subtly undermines its very premises while encouraging obedience as an expression of loyalty to the family group. Paul addresses slaves as responsible human beings when most regarded slaves as little more than animated machines.

vv.20-25  “How these instructions apply to us. These commands counter attitudes that create strife and alienation in relationships: the insubordination of wives and the bitterness of husbands, which lead to brutal mistreatment; the disobedience of children and the harsh discipline of parents; the malingering, hypocritical ways of slaves and the cruel injustice of masters. The principles underlying these instructions — submission, love, service, obedience, conscientious work, and fairness — transcend cultural limits and are applicable in any age.

The instructions show a special concern for the weaker or powerless members of the pair: wives, children, and slaves. The rules cited do not simply reinforce the prerogatives of husbands, parents, and masters, for the stronger parties are given duties in addition to rights. In turn, those who are expected to submit or obey are given rights as well as duties. The commands therefore recognize that reciprocity exists, so that the entitlements are not all on one side and the obligations on the other.”
