         Week 41: 10/6-10/12


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt .
2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Hebrews 11

 1Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see. 2This is what the ancients were commended for. 

 3By faith we understand that the universe was formed at God's command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was visible. 4By faith Abel offered God a better sacrifice than Cain did. By faith he was commended as a righteous man, when God spoke well of his offerings. And by faith he still speaks, even though he is dead. 

 5By faith Enoch was taken from this life, so that he did not experience death; he could not be found, because God had taken him away. For before he was taken, he was commended as one who pleased God. 6And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him. 

 7By faith Noah, when warned about things not yet seen, in holy fear built an ark to save his family. By his faith he condemned the world and became heir of the righteousness that comes by faith. 

 8By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going. 9By faith he made his home in the promised land like a stranger in a foreign country; he lived in tents, as did Isaac and Jacob, who were heirs with him of the same promise. 10For he was looking forward to the city with foundations, whose architect and builder is God. 

 11By faith Abraham, even though he was past age—and Sarah herself was barren—was enabled to become a father because he considered him faithful who had made the promise. 12And so from this one man, and he as good as dead, came descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky and as countless as the sand on the seashore. 

 13All these people were still living by faith when they died. They did not receive the things promised; they only saw them and welcomed them from a distance. And they admitted that they were aliens and strangers on earth. 14People who say such things show that they are looking for a country of their own. 15If they had been thinking of the country they had left, they would have had opportunity to return. 16Instead, they were longing for a better country—a heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God, for he has prepared a city for them. 

 17By faith Abraham, when God tested him, offered Isaac as a sacrifice. He who had received the promises was about to sacrifice his one and only son, 18even though God had said to him, "It is through Isaac that your offspring will be reckoned." 19Abraham reasoned that God could raise the dead, and figuratively speaking, he did receive Isaac back from death. 

 20By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau in regard to their future. 

 21By faith Jacob, when he was dying, blessed each of Joseph's sons, and worshiped as he leaned on the top of his staff. 

 22By faith Joseph, when his end was near, spoke about the exodus of the Israelites from Egypt and gave instructions about his bones. 

 23By faith Moses' parents hid him for three months after he was born, because they saw he was no ordinary child, and they were not afraid of the king's edict. 

 24By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaoh's daughter. 25He chose to be mistreated along with the people of God rather than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a short time. 26He regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value than the treasures of Egypt, because he was looking ahead to his reward. 27By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the king's anger; he persevered because he saw him who is invisible. 28By faith he kept the Passover and the sprinkling of blood, so that the destroyer of the firstborn would not touch the firstborn of Israel. 

 29By faith the people passed through the Red Sea[d] as on dry land; but when the Egyptians tried to do so, they were drowned. 

 30By faith the walls of Jericho fell, after the people had marched around them for seven days. 

 31By faith the prostitute Rahab, because she welcomed the spies, was not killed with those who were disobedient.
 32And what more shall I say? I do not have time to tell about Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, David, Samuel and the prophets, 33who through faith conquered kingdoms, administered justice, and gained what was promised; who shut the mouths of lions, 34quenched the fury of the flames, and escaped the edge of the sword; whose weakness was turned to strength; and who became powerful in battle and routed foreign armies. 35Women received back their dead, raised to life again. Others were tortured and refused to be released, so that they might gain a better resurrection. 36Some faced jeers and flogging, while still others were chained and put in prison. 37They were stoned; they were sawed in two; they were put to death by the sword. They went about in sheepskins and goatskins, destitute, persecuted and mistreated— 38the world was not worthy of them. They wandered in deserts and mountains, and in caves and holes in the ground. 

 39These were all commended for their faith, yet none of them received what had been promised. 40God had planned something better for us so that only together with us would they be made perfect.

Hebrews 12

1Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us. 2Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 3Consider him who endured such opposition from sinful men, so that you will not grow weary and lose heart. 

Hebrews 11-12:3 – Commentary

Chapter 11

v. 4 “By faith Abel presented God with a sacrifice superior to that of Cain (v. 4). The account of this action in Genesis 4:4 does not provide us with details as to why Abel’s offering was pleasing to God and Cain’s was not, but we are given hints. Abel’s sacrifice consisted of “fat portions from some of the firstborn of his flock,” which may speak to his giving the best of what he had. Notice that the Genesis text reports “the LORD looked in favor on Abel and his offering,” while he rejected Cain and his offering. Cain had not done what was right (4:7), revealing that he himself was not right spiritually […] Consequently, he was “commended” by God 8 and still today “speaks” even though he has been dead for a long time. His attitude and action were such that his example of faithfulness continues among people of faith. 9 Thus Hebrews emphasizes this vital link between internal attitudes and external actions.”

vv. 5-6 “The emphasis in the Enoch example (11:5 – 6) rests even more squarely on the importance of one’s spiritual posture. This faithful believer, according to Hebrews’ interpretation of the Old Testament text, was taken out of this world by God without experiencing death (Gen. 5:24). Why? Because in his life he was “commended as one who pleased God”; that is, he brought God pleasure. This observation reflects a conviction inherent to the Genesis text, which tells us that Enoch “walked with God.” Most significantly, however, the author still has in mind the quotation of Habakkuk 2:3 – 4 (Heb. 10:37 – 38), which speaks of God’s lack of pleasure toward one who shrinks back from commitment. By contrast, Enoch was resolute in his commitment, thus bringing God pleasure.”

v. 7 “Noah acted on the divine warning in regard to a flood that was not yet seen and did so “in holy fear”. Accordingly, Noah built an ark to save his family and, correspondingly, condemned the world. His building of the ark both bore witness to the unseen God and his Word and constituted a stark, prophetic rebuke to that godless generation. Their unbelief stands in bold relief to Noah’s faith stance toward God. As one who lived by faith, or confident boldness, with regard to God’s Word, he became an heir of righteousness.”

v. 8 “The author now moves to an extensive treatment of the greatest example of faith in the Old Testament, Abraham the patriarch. […] Abraham demonstrates his faith by obeying God, even though he was completely unfamiliar with the land to which he was going. This thought continues the motif that faith consists of acting with reference to the unseen.”

vv. 13-16 “That ‘they did not receive the things promised; they only saw them and welcomed them from a distance’ alludes to the content of God’s promises to Abraham in Genesis 12:2 – 3; 15:5; 17:1 – 8. The possession of the land, the multitude of descendants, and the blessing of the nations all would be fulfilled in a time after Abraham and his immediate family passed from the scene. 


Yet to what does the author refer when he says, “And they admitted that they were aliens and strangers on earth”? In the Old Testament narratives the patriarchs and their descendants refer to themselves as “aliens and strangers” in the land (e.g., 1 Chron. 29:15; cf. Gen. 23:4; Ps. 39:12). Both in Jewish theology during the New Testament era and in the New Testament itself, this concept developed to emphasize the disparaging of earthly desires and the longing for a heavenly home. For example 1 Peter 2:11 reads, “Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires, which war against your soul.” In Hebrews 11:13 – 16 the author likewise wishes to emphasize that the patriarchs’ faith relationship to God was their preeminent commitment, not the obtaining of an earthly, secure place of residence. They died in a state of trust, never having seen their descendants’ reception of the land. Thus, the true object of their deepest desire was God himself and God’s city.”

vv. 24-26 “The faith activity of Moses when he was grown up (see Exod 2:11; Acts 7:23), is his identification with his own people rather than enjoying the luxury and power of Pharaoh’s house. That Moses had become ‘a son of Pharaoh’s daughter’ is based on the statement of Exod 2:10, ‘He became her son.’ This clearly implies that Moses would be an heir of the monarch’s house, a fact that sharpens the nature of his choice to return to his own people with the ill-treatment, abuse, and shame that followed such a choice […] In fact, the statement that ‘after Moses had grown up, he went out to his people and saw their forced labor’ may be the basis for the Hebrews writer’s more dramatic presentation of Moses’ choice: He turned his back on the palace life, with its fleeting pleasures of sin, and joined his own oppressed people.”
 

vv. 35-38 “The Hebrews shifts gears from more positive outcomes encountered by faith to faith expressed in the face of great hardship. Although some experienced resurrection, others expressed faith by embracing torture and death, refusing deliverance in light of a greater reward beyond the grave. F. F. Bruce, for example, points to the account of Eleazar of the Maccabean period, who chose death over disloyalty to God. He also refers to the story of a mother and her seven sons who spoke eloquently of the afterlife even while being tortured to death. It could have been said of many throughout the era of the prophets, the intertestamental period, and even the New Testament era that they “faced jeers and flogging while still others were chained and put in prison.” The author has already stated these uncomfortable circumstances had occurred among those in the community to which he is writing (Heb. 10:32 – 34).”

vv. 39-40 “The author’s main point through his example list is that faith is the only right path for God’s people. The heroes of faith demonstrate a resolute determination to live faithfully even though “none of them received what was promised.” True, the author has mentioned that some indeed did receive certain promises (11:11, 33), but his point here is that they did not receive “the definitive fulfillment of God’s promise,” that is, the eternal inheritance known through the new covenant established by Christ. 26 


When the author says that “God had planned something better for us so that only together with us would they be made perfect” (v. 40), he means that historically these people of old did not experience the coming of Messiah and the new covenant. Yet now they are made “perfect,” seeing that the great community of faith that had lived for God throughout history has been “brought to fulfillment” or “to a desired goal.” Their faith in God has been vindicated since God has broken into the world in the person of his Son, Jesus Christ. With us they now know the perfecting power of Christ’s sacrifice and the eternal inheritance of the saints.”

Chapter 12

vv. 1-2 “In verses 1 – 2 he begins the chapter with the image of a race in order to exhort his hearers to “run with perseverance,” laying aside impediments to endurance and keeping a focus on Jesus as the pacesetter […] The author crafts a logical transition between chapters 11 and 12 with the particle “therefore” and a reference to the “great cloud of witnesses,” the exemplars of faith just recounted. With 12:1 he turns the spotlight on his own community of faith, using the first person plural “we” to challenge this community to recognize themselves as part of the great host called to live by faith.”

Hebrews 11-12:3 – DT Questions
Hebrews 11:1-3

· Why is understanding that “the universe was formed at God’s command, so what is seen was not made out of what is visible” the foundation of faith?  In what ways do faith and hope always involve what is unseen?

Hebrews 11:4-11

· List out the qualities of all those commended in this chapter as being the paragons of faith.  What is the overarching characteristic of these people?

· Abraham lived as a stranger in tents.  Why is it necessary for Christians to live in this world as sojourners in order to “look forward to the city with foundations, whose architect and builder is God”?  In what ways do I still attempt to build my home in this world?

Hebrews 11:13-16

· What is surprising about what these people of faith received or did not receive?  What truth must they have understood in order to welcome the promise of God “from a distance” and “[long] for a better country – a heavenly one”?

· What can I learn regarding what the end goal of faith should be?

Hebrews 11:24

· Moses is described as having “persevered because he saw him who is invisible”.  Why is having spiritual perspective and awareness of God imperative in persevering through hardship?

Hebrews 11:27

· Moses left Egypt because of his faith in God. What would Egypt have represented in those days? What might a modern-day Egypt be for us now?

· Fear of the king must have been a real fear for Moses.  Leaving something behind and venturing out to an unknown future is a fearful thing.  What are some fears that face modern-day Christians?  How did Moses overcome his fear?  How was he able to persevere?  

Hebrews 11:30

· How do you think the Israelites felt when they were commanded by God to march around Jericho for 7 days and that that would be how they would route Jericho?  

Hebrews 11:31

· What was Rahab's occupation?  How do you think a person like this could be included in the "Hall of Faith" (cf. Joshua 2)?  What are pre-requisites to being a man/woman of faith?  What kind of person is God able to use?  

Hebrews 11:32

· What enabled these people to live the lives that they did?  

Hebrews 11:39

· What was the promise they had not yet received, but that they put their faith in? 

Hebrews 11:40

· I will meet and stand before these heroes of faith in heaven. Would I be ashamed to stand before them? What does that mean about the kind of life I should live now?

Hebrews 11:32-40

· What is the hope that I can have knowing God’s promises given in Hebrews 11:40?

· What are some characteristics of the people of faith that I need to emulate?

Hebrews 12:1-3

· What has God provided so that I “will not grow weary and lose heart” in running my race as a Christian?

· What are the hindrances that I need to “throw off and “the sin that so easily entangles” in my life?

· Spend some time “[considering] him who endured such opposition from sinful men.”
