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         Week 42: 10/13-10/19


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt . 

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Ezekiel 3

 1 And he said to me, "Son of man, eat what is before you, eat this scroll; then go and speak to the house of Israel." 2 So I opened my mouth, and he gave me the scroll to eat.

 3 Then he said to me, "Son of man, eat this scroll I am giving you and fill your stomach with it." So I ate it, and it tasted as sweet as honey in my mouth.

 4 He then said to me: "Son of man, go now to the house of Israel and speak my words to them. 5 You are not being sent to a people of obscure speech and difficult language, but to the house of Israel— 6 not to many peoples of obscure speech and difficult language, whose words you cannot understand. Surely if I had sent you to them, they would have listened to you. 7 But the house of Israel is not willing to listen to you because they are not willing to listen to me, for the whole house of Israel is hardened and obstinate. 8 But I will make you as unyielding and hardened as they are. 9 I will make your forehead like the hardest stone, harder than flint. Do not be afraid of them or terrified by them, though they are a rebellious house."

 10 And he said to me, "Son of man, listen carefully and take to heart all the words I speak to you. 11 Go now to your countrymen in exile and speak to them. Say to them, 'This is what the Sovereign LORD says,' whether they listen or fail to listen."

 12 Then the Spirit lifted me up, and I heard behind me a loud rumbling sound—May the glory of the LORD be praised in his dwelling place!— 13 the sound of the wings of the living creatures brushing against each other and the sound of the wheels beside them, a loud rumbling sound. 14 The Spirit then lifted me up and took me away, and I went in bitterness and in the anger of my spirit, with the strong hand of the LORD upon me. 15 I came to the exiles who lived at Tel Abib near the Kebar River. And there, where they were living, I sat among them for seven days—overwhelmed.

 16 At the end of seven days the word of the LORD came to me: 17 "Son of man, I have made you a watchman for the house of Israel; so hear the word I speak and give them warning from me. 18 When I say to a wicked man, 'You will surely die,' and you do not warn him or speak out to dissuade him from his evil ways in order to save his life, that wicked man will die for his sin, and I will hold you accountable for his blood. 19 But if you do warn the wicked man and he does not turn from his wickedness or from his evil ways, he will die for his sin; but you will have saved yourself.

 20 "Again, when a righteous man turns from his righteousness and does evil, and I put a stumbling block before him, he will die. Since you did not warn him, he will die for his sin. The righteous things he did will not be remembered, and I will hold you accountable for his blood. 21 But if you do warn the righteous man not to sin and he does not sin, he will surely live because he took warning, and you will have saved yourself."

 22 The hand of the LORD was upon me there, and he said to me, "Get up and go out to the plain, and there I will speak to you." 23 So I got up and went out to the plain. And the glory of the LORD was standing there, like the glory I had seen by the Kebar River, and I fell facedown.

 24 Then the Spirit came into me and raised me to my feet. He spoke to me and said: "Go, shut yourself inside your house. 25 And you, son of man, they will tie with ropes; you will be bound so that you cannot go out among the people. 26 I will make your tongue stick to the roof of your mouth so that you will be silent and unable to rebuke them, though they are a rebellious house. 27 But when I speak to you, I will open your mouth and you shall say to them, 'This is what the Sovereign LORD says.' Whoever will listen let him listen, and whoever will refuse let him refuse; for they are a rebellious house.

Ezekiel 3 – Commentary

Characteristic of Ezekiel’s obligatory preaching would be lamentation, mourning, and woe (*2:10).  In the Hebrew these words function as synonyms for one another, so there is no suggestion here that his message had three slightly different facets or the like.  Rather, what Ezekiel had to bring to his fellow exiles was a message of bad news, and plenty of it.  In fact, when Jerusalem fell in 586 B.C. (chap. 33), God immediately gave to Ezekiel a message of hope for the future of Israel.  So his preaching was not entirely negative throughout his career.  But the bulk of it was indeed bad news for those to whom it was addressed, the Jews in exile as well as the Jews in Judah and Jerusalem, and the many nations of the Fertile Crescent whose actions in opposing and oppressing one another would not remain unpunished by the Righteous Judge of all nations.

Correspondingly, the faithful communicator of the Word of God has no right to soften the blow that hearing the truth may bring to those caught up in sin.

v.7  Though language will not be a barrier, they will not listen to Ezekiel because they are not willing to listen to the One who sent him (3:7).  If responsiveness is to be the measure of success, Ezekiel’s mission is declared a failure before it even begins.  But Ezekiel’s mission will be judged by another standard, for even though the people will not listen to his words, yet “they will know that a prophet has been among them” (2:5).

v.14  Verse 14 tells us about his resultant “bitterness” and “heat of the spirit” as well as his realization that “the hand of the Lord was strong upon me.”  The bitterness and heat (anger and agitation) that he felt were understandable.  His life had been changed by the call of God from what may well have been a quiet, perhaps even comfortably secure existence to one characterized, according to God’s promise, by difficulty, rejection, and hostility.

v.16  Ezekiel’s proclamation is not delivered from the safety and comfort of an ivory tower but flows out of personal experience of the suffering of his people.  Indeed, it may not be too strong to say that he has already ingested their suffering, in the form of the scroll covered with words of lament, mourning, and woe, just as in the temple ritual the priests would ingest the sin offering and thus absolve the guilt of the people.  But in the absence of the temple, there is no sacrifice to take away the guilt of the people, only a scroll that records it.  In the meantime, these feelings of wrath and desolation must remain inside the prophet until the Lord opens his lips and gives him the words to say (3:16).

v.19  As verse 19 suggests, the purpose of the prophet’s warning is to produce a turning from iniquity to righteousness, thereby sparing their lives.  However, if people thus warned did not repent and change because they hadn’t been warned, then Ezekiel would be guilty of the “blood”… If, however, Ezekiel faithfully gives the warning, his obligation would be discharged.  All responsibility would then rest on the warned person. 

v.21  The righteous need a warning too, if for no other reason than to help keep them from turning away from righteousness (v.21).  Paul’s stern advice to Christians, “let him who thinks he stands take heed lest he fall” (1 Cor. 10:12) is of the same sort.  People who choose to rebel against God are in danger of incurring divine wrath. […]

Those who seek to persuade people should not forget that people, once informed, are responsible for their own choices.  We cannot let the effectiveness of our lives be hampered by regret or self-condemnation for what others refuse to do with the Word of God we have faithfully conveyed to them. 

Ezekiel 3 – DT Questions
Ezekiel 3:1-3

· What is the significance of what God tells Ezekiel to do before Ezekiel is to go and speak to Israel?

· How is it possible that the words of the scroll, filled with words of “lament and mourning and woe” (cf. Ezekiel 2:10) could be sweet as honey to Ezekiel?

· In what ways have I experienced God’s word of truth filling me and being “sweet” for me?

Ezekiel 3:4-7

· What is ironic about the fact that Ezekiel is being sent to his own people, who God says will be unwilling to listen to him?

· In what ways does familiarity with the message cause people to become hardened and obstinate towards it?

· How responsive am I to God’s message to me, whether it comes through the Bible, messages or people?

Ezekiel 3:8-11; 22-27

· What kind of person did Ezekiel need to be in order to fulfill God’s mission for him to speak to the Israelites?  What does it take to become this kind of person?

· How would witnessing the glory of the Lord have strengthened Ezekiel to fulfill his mission?

Ezekiel 3:12-15

· Reflect on the range of emotions Ezekiel experienced – from awe of the glory of God to his “bitterness and anger of spirit as the “strong hand of the Lord” was upon him.  What can I learn of the implications of God actively dealing with me?  How does my picture of Christian life match up with this picture?

Ezekiel 3:16-21

· What is the rold of a watchman?  What are the stakes involved?  Who has God called me to be a watchman over?
