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         Week 44: 10/27-11/2


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt .  

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
James 4

 1What causes fights and quarrels among you? Don't they come from your desires that battle within you? 2You want something but don't get it. You kill and covet, but you cannot have what you want. You quarrel and fight. You do not have, because you do not ask God. 3When you ask, you do not receive, because you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures.

 4You adulterous people, don't you know that friendship with the world is hatred toward God? Anyone who chooses to be a friend of the world becomes an enemy of God. 5Or do you think Scripture says without reason that the spirit he caused to live in us envies intensely? 6But he gives us more grace. That is why Scripture says: 

    "God opposes the proud 

       but gives grace to the humble."

 7Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. 8Come near to God and he will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and purify your hearts, you double-minded. 9Grieve, mourn and wail. Change your laughter to mourning and your joy to gloom. 10Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up.

 11Brothers, do not slander one another. Anyone who speaks against his brother or judges him speaks against the law and judges it. When you judge the law, you are not keeping it, but sitting in judgment on it. 12There is only one Lawgiver and Judge, the one who is able to save and destroy. But you—who are you to judge your neighbor?

 13Now listen, you who say, "Today or tomorrow we will go to this or that city, spend a year there, carry on business and make money." 14Why, you do not even know what will happen tomorrow. What is your life? You are a mist that appears for a little while and then vanishes. 15Instead, you ought to say, "If it is the Lord's will, we will live and do this or that." 16As it is, you boast and brag. All such boasting is evil. 17Anyone, then, who knows the good he ought to do and doesn't do it, sins.
James 4 – Commentary

vv.1-3 “The New Testament is clear that this overmastering desire for the pleasure of this world is always a threatening danger to the spiritual life.  It is the cares and riches and pleasures of this life which combine to choke the good seed (Luke 8:14).  A man can become a slave to passions and pleasures and when he does malice and envy and hatred enter into life (Titus 3:3).  The ultimate choice in life lies between pleasing oneself and pleasing God; and a world in which men’s first aim is to please themselves is a battleground of savagery and division.”

v.4 “The people of God in the OT are considered the wife of the Lord (Jer 31:32), and in the NT, the bride of Christ (Eph 5:23-32). It is reasonable, therefore, to understand ‘adulteress’ as a figure of speech for spiritual unfaithfulness. It is a blunt and shocking word, intended to jar the readers and awaken them to their true spiritual condition. The concept of spiritual adultery was no doubt taken from the OT (cf. Hos 2:2-5; 3:1-5; 9:1). 

“For believers, however, there are two possible objects for affection: the world and God, and these two are direct opposites. James uses ‘world’ to refer to the system of evil controlled by Satan. It includes all that is wicked and opposed to God on this earth. James is thinking especially of pleasures that lure people's hearts from God. By its very nature, ‘friendship with the world is hatred toward God.’ To have a warm, familiar attitude toward this evil world is to be on good terms with God's enemy. It is to adopt the world's set of values and to want what the world wants. The person who deliberately ‘chooses to be a friend of the world becomes an enemy of God.’”

v.5 “This verse is one of the most difficult in the letter. Various translations have been suggested, but there is good reason to believe that the first translation given in the NIV footnote for the last part of the verse is correct and fits the context better: ‘God jealously longs for the spirit that he made to live in us.’ Verse 4 indicates that believers who are friends of the world are guilty of spiritual adultery. Although their love and devotion belong to God, they have fallen in love with the world. It is natural, therefore, to expect v. 5 (closely tied to v. 4 by ‘or’) to speak of God's jealous longing for his people's love, not the people's own envious spirit (cf. Ex 20:5; 34:14, which refer to God as jealously desiring the devotion of his people).”

v.6 “The words ‘he gives us more grace’ are taken from Pr 3:34, quoted later in this verse. The meaning of vv. 4-6 is that God has set a high standard for wholehearted love and devotion on the part of his people as they resist the appeal of the world, but he gives grace that is greater than the rigorous demand he has made.”

v.9 “Four of the ten imperatives of vv. 7-10 occur in this verse, and all four are calls to repentance. ‘Grieve’ is a strong word meaning ‘to be miserable or wretched.’ In contrast to the worldly pleasures they had sought so eagerly, James's readers are to repent in misery. They also are commanded to ‘mourn’, a verb depicting passionate grief that cannot be hidden. Similar outward grief is called for in the verb ‘wail’. In the past, when the readers had pursued pleasure, their lives had been marked by ‘laughter’ and ‘joy’; but now they are to change their ‘laughter to mourning’ and their ‘joy to gloom.’ Some have imagined that the attitude expressed in this verse is to be the constant characteristic of the Christian. Such an interpretation, however, overlooks the situation that gave rise to these commands. It was the burning desire for pleasures that led James to issue this powerful call to all-out repentance.”

v.11 “The prohibition introducing this verse is more accurately translated ‘Do not speak against one another’ rather than ‘Do not slander’. To slander is to make false charges or misrepresentations that damage the reputation of another person; the verb used here, however, refers to any form of speaking against someone else. What is said may be true in its content but harsh and unkind in the manner of its presentation. […]”

“The reason he gives is that the one who criticizes or judges a fellow-Christian ‘speaks against the law and judges it.’ The law referred to is probably the command of Lev 19:18: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’ To speak against your neighbor is to violate this law. Those who do so place themselves above the law and, by their actions, declare that law to be a bad or unnecessary statute. Rather than submitting to it and ‘keeping it,’ they pass judgment on its validity and set it aside.”

“Jesus summarized the law as love for God and neighbors (Matthew 22:37-40), and Paul said that love demonstrated toward a neighbor would fully satisfy the law (Romans 13:6-10).  When we fail to love, we are actually breaking God’s law.”

· What is missing in this well-laid out plan in v. 13?

· How does v. 14 point to the folly of the well-laid out plan in v. 13?

· What is the most crucial element to any plan according to v. 15?

· In what ways, do people (both Christians and non-Christians) today leave God out of their plans to “carry on business and make money” and “boast and brag” about what they can do?

· What plans do I have and how should I apply this passage as I “know the good [I] ought to do?”
