Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt . 

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
John 17

 1After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: "Father, the time has come. Glorify your Son, that your Son may glorify you. 2For you granted him authority over all people that he might give eternal life to all those you have given him. 3Now this is eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent. 4I have brought you glory on earth by completing the work you gave me to do. 5And now, Father, glorify me in your presence with the glory I had with you before the world began.
 6"I have revealed you to those whom you gave me out of the world. They were yours; you gave them to me and they have obeyed your word. 7Now they know that everything you have given me comes from you. 8For I gave them the words you gave me and they accepted them. They knew with certainty that I came from you, and they believed that you sent me. 9I pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are yours. 10All I have is yours, and all you have is mine. And glory has come to me through them. 11I will remain in the world no longer, but they are still in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, protect them by the power of your name—the name you gave me—so that they may be one as we are one. 12While I was with them, I protected them and kept them safe by that name you gave me. None has been lost except the one doomed to destruction so that Scripture would be fulfilled. 13"I am coming to you now, but I say these things while I am still in the world, so that they may have the full measure of my joy within them. 14I have given them your word and the world has hated them, for they are not of the world any more than I am of the world. 15My prayer is not that you take them out of the world but that you protect them from the evil one. 16They are not of the world, even as I am not of it. 17Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth. 18As you sent me into the world, I have sent them into the world. 19For them I sanctify myself, that they too may be truly sanctified.
 20"My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message, 21that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me. 22I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we are one: 23I in them and you in me. May they be brought to complete unity to let the world know that you sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me. 24"Father, I want those you have given me to be with me where I am, and to see my glory, the glory you have given me because you loved me before the creation of the world. 25"Righteous Father, though the world does not know you, I know you, and they know that you have sent me. 26I have made you known to them, and will continue to make you known in order that the love you have for me may be in them and that I myself may be in them."

John 17 – Commentary

v.1  For Jesus life had a climax, and that was the Cross. To him the Cross was the glory of life and the way to the glory of eternity. ‘The hour has come,’ he said, ‘for the Son of Man to be glorified’ (John 12:23). What did Jesus mean when he repeatedly spoke of the Cross as his glory and his glorification? There is more than one answer to that question. There is another question—how did the Cross glorify God? The only way to glorify God is to obey him. A child brings honour to his parents when he brings them obedience. A citizen brings honour to his country when he obeys it. A scholar brings honour to his teacher when he obeys his master’s teaching. Jesus brought glory and honour to God by his perfect obedience to him. The gospel story makes it quite clear that Jesus could have escaped the Cross. Humanly speaking, he could have turned back and need never have gone to Jerusalem. As we look at Jesus in the last days, we are bound to say: ‘See how he loved God! See to what lengths his obedience would go!’ He glorified God on the Cross by rendering the perfect obedience of perfect love. But there is still more. Jesus prayed to God to glorify him and to glorify himself. The Cross was not the end. There was the Resurrection to follow. This was the vindication of Jesus. It was the proof that men could do their worst, and that Jesus could still triumph. It was as if God pointed at the Cross and said: ‘That is what men think of my Son,’ and then pointed at the resurrection and said: ‘That is what I think of my Son.’ The Cross was the worst that men could do to Jesus; but not all their worst could conquer him. The glory of the resurrection. obliterated the shame of the Cross.

v.11 “Name” stands for the power of God manifested in his person (cf. 5:43; 10:25; 12:28; 17:6, 26), for a name represents authoritatively the person it describes.

v.12  Jesus stated that he had kept safely all the disciples except Judas. ‘The one doomed to destruction’ (lit. ‘son of perdition’) is a phrase used in only one other passage in the NT. In 2 Thessalonians 2:3 it is applied to the Antichrist. Because of this singular coincidence, some have assumed that the Antichrist will be Judas resurrected! More likely this phrase was a common Semitism denoting an abandoned character, one utterly lost and given over to evil. The language does not imply that Judas was a helpless victim who was destined to perdition against his will. Rather, it implies that, having made his decision, he had passed the point of no return; and, by so doing, he carried out what the Scriptures had indicated would happen. John does not identify the specific passage Jesus had in mind. A comparison with Peter's statement in Acts 1:20, after Judas's death, suggests that it was probably Psalm 69:25 or Psalm 109:6-8.

v.17  In keeping with his words in v. 17, Jesus did not mean that he intended to make himself more holy than he already was, when he said, ‘For their sakes I sanctify myself:’ Rather, he was devoting himself to God in the interest of his work for the disciples. His example of dedication to the will of the Father, demonstrated in his unswerving acceptance of the Cross, would be the standard for their sanctification.

· What did Jesus pray for his disciples, and what can I learn from the fact that these are the issues he prayed about?       

John 17:11

· How have I experienced the power of God’s name uniting me with other believers?

· What distinguishes Jesus’ disciples according to vv. 14-16?  Are these evident in my life?

· What are the unique challenges that Christians face as they are “still in this world” but “are not of the world?”

· How is the word of God key to facing these challenges?

· How have I experienced the sanctifying work of God’s word in my life?

John 17: 19

· How is Jesus’ love for his disciples manifested in this verse?

· For whom I do need to “sanctify” myself in order that “they too may be truly sanctified?”

John17:20-23

· What is amazing about Jesus’ prayer in light of his impending death as well as the impending abandonment of the disciples?

· According this passage, what is the basis and motivation for Christian unity?

· What is the relationship between oneness with God and oneness with the people of God?

· How does Christian unity show the world the reality of Christ’s incarnation (cf. Acts 2:44-47)?

· Am I experiencing this kind of oneness with people of God?  If not, what may be the reason?

· How does Jesus’ final prayer for his disciples show me what my priority should be?

· What is revealed about Jesus’ heart in his prayer for the disciples to be with him in his glory?  

· What assurance does this give me?  Is Jesus’ desire matched with mine?

John 17:25-26

· How am I experiencing this process that Jesus describes in v. 26 – “will continue to make you known in order that the love you have for me may be in them?”
