Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt .
2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Psalm 103

Of David.

 1 Praise the LORD, O my soul; 

       all my inmost being, praise his holy name.

 2 Praise the LORD, O my soul, 

        and forget not all his benefits-

 3 who forgives all your sins 

        and heals all your diseases,

 4 who redeems your life from the pit 

        and crowns you with love and compassion,

 5 who satisfies your desires with good things 

        so that your youth is renewed like the eagle's.

 6 The LORD works righteousness 

        and justice for all the oppressed.

 7 He made known his ways to Moses, 

        his deeds to the people of Israel:

 8 The LORD is compassionate and gracious, 

        slow to anger, abounding in love.

 9 He will not always accuse, 

        nor will he harbor his anger forever;

 10 he does not treat us as our sins deserve 

        or repay us according to our iniquities.

 11 For as high as the heavens are above the earth, 

        so great is his love for those who fear him;

Psalm 103 – Commentary

v.1  David's praise focused on God's glorious deeds. It is easy to complain about life, but David's list gives us plenty for which to praise God – he forgives our sins, heals our diseases, redeems us from death, crowns us with love and compassion, satisfies our desires, and gives righteousness and justice. We receive all of these without deserving any of them. No matter how difficult your life's journey, you can always count your blessings – past, present, and future. When you feel as though you have nothing for which to praise God, read David's list.

vv.3-5  The participles and nominal phrases of the MT express in hymnic form the blessings of covenant life. The Lord "forgives ... heals.... redeems ... crowns.... satisfies" (vv. 3-5). The repetitive use of the pronouns ("who" and "your") personalizes the acts of God in that he forgives and restores individuals.

v.4  The psalmist now goes on to tell his “soul” to bless God because, fourth, he redeems your life from the Pit. Clearly we are not to limit the meaning of this word just to the Pit of Sheol, the lowest place in the world of death. For the word gives us a picture of what we might call “perdition” in our modern thinking. It seems that those who edited the Psalter placed Ps. 103 where they did, immediately following Ps. 102, because they saw that God’s creative forgiveness is the answer to the hope expressed at Ps. 102:13 with reference to the horrors of life—indeed of “death”—that the people of God had suffered in the Babylonian Exile.

v.12  East and west can never meet. This is a symbolic portrait of God's forgiveness – when he forgives our sin, he separates it from us and doesn't even remember it. We need never wallow in the past, for God forgives and forgets. We tend to dredge up the ugly past, but God has wiped our record clean. If we are to follow God, we must model his forgiveness.

vv.15-18  Forgiveness is a gift. Humans can never take it for granted, because they are and remain human. From the perspective of God's universal rule (v. 19), "man" is nothing more than human, i.e., weak ('enosh v. 15; see 8:4). In his transitory existence and subjection to God's judgment, man is "like grass" (cf. 90:6; 92:7; Isa 51:12) or "like a flower of the field" (cf. Job 14:2; Isa 40:6-7). Over against the brevity and weakness of man's existence is the greatness of God's love for those who fear him. His "love" (hesed v. 17) and his "righteousness" (sedaqah; cf. v. 6) last forever.

v.22  The last line is identical with the first line of the psalm, and in this way it rounds off the poem. God’s forgiveness is so unexpected (verse 3). Yet of old, through Moses, Israel had learned about his amazing grace. In Jesus’ day, people thought that such teaching would make men both lazy and immoral, that God loved and had forgiven them even before they repented. Consequently some said of Jesus, “He is leading the people astray”. The same is said even today. The psalmist’s answer to the jibe is virtually to say, “Read your Bible, for there you will see what God is really like”.
