           Week 4: 1/20 to 1/26 


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.waypointcc.org/dt . 

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Acts 2

1When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. 2Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. 4All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them.

 5Now there were staying in Jerusalem God-fearing Jews from every nation under heaven. 6When they heard this sound, a crowd came together in bewilderment, because each one heard them speaking in his own language. 7Utterly amazed, they asked: "Are not all these men who are speaking Galileans? 8Then how is it that each of us hears them in his own native language? 9Parthians, Medes and Elamites; residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 10Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya near Cyrene; visitors from Rome 11 (both Jews and converts to Judaism); Cretans and Arabs-we hear them declaring the wonders of God in our own tongues!" 12Amazed and perplexed, they asked one another, "What does this mean?"

 13Some, however, made fun of them and said, "They have had too much wine."

14Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice and addressed the crowd: "Fellow Jews and all of you who live in Jerusalem, let me explain this to you; listen carefully to what I say. 15These men are not drunk, as you suppose. It's only nine in the morning! 16No, this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel:

 17" 'In the last days, God says,

      I will pour out my Spirit on all people.

   Your sons and daughters will prophesy,

      your young men will see visions,

      your old men will dream dreams.

 18Even on my servants, both men and women,

      I will pour out my Spirit in those days,

      and they will prophesy.

 19I will show wonders in the heaven above

      and signs on the earth below,

      blood and fire and billows of smoke.

 20The sun will be turned to darkness

      and the moon to blood

      before the coming of the great and glorious day of the Lord.

 21And everyone who calls

      on the name of the Lord will be saved.'

 22"Men of Israel, listen to this: Jesus of Nazareth was a man accredited by God to you by miracles, wonders and signs, which God did among you through him, as you yourselves know. 23This man was handed over to you by God's set purpose and foreknowledge; and you, with the help of wicked men, put him to death by nailing him to the cross. 24But God raised him from the dead, freeing him from the agony of death, because it was impossible for death to keep its hold on him. 25David said about him:

   " 'I saw the Lord always before me.

      Because he is at my right hand,

      I will not be shaken.

 26Therefore my heart is glad and my tongue rejoices;

      my body also will live in hope,

 27because you will not abandon me to the grave,

      nor will you let your Holy One see decay.

 28You have made known to me the paths of life;

      you will fill me with joy in your presence.'

 29"Brothers, I can tell you confidently that the patriarch David died and was buried, and his tomb is here to this day. 30But he was a prophet and knew that God had promised him on oath that he would place one of his descendants on his throne. 31Seeing what was ahead, he spoke of the resurrection of the Christ, that he was not abandoned to the grave, nor did his body see decay. 32God has raised this Jesus to life, and we are all witnesses of the fact. 33Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received from the Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what you now see and hear. 34For David did not ascend to heaven, and yet he said,

   " 'The Lord said to my Lord:

      "Sit at my right hand

 35until I make your enemies

      a footstool for your feet." '

 36"Therefore let all Israel be assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ."

 37When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what shall we do?"

 38Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off—for all whom the Lord our God will call."

 40With many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them, "Save yourselves from this corrupt generation." 41Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about three thousand were added to their number that day.

42They devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. 43Everyone was filled with awe, and many wonders and miraculous signs were done by the apostles. 44All the believers were together and had everything in common. 45Selling their possessions and goods, they gave to anyone as he had need. 46Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 47praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved.
Commentary and DT Questions

Acts 2

Acts 2:5  
· With the daunting mission “to the ends of the earth” (1:8) ahead of them, the apostles are met with God’s timely provision:  “God-fearing Jews from every nation under heaven” who are gathered in Jerusalem, who can carry the gospel in their own language!  Image how much more difficult it could have been if these apostles hastily followed their own wisdom, rather than obeying Jesus’ command to wait for this perfect timing!  How might God be telling you to patiently wait for His leading regarding various issues in your life?  What commands of God are you neglecting to obey today (cf. 1:4)?  
Acts2:11 
· “we hear them declaring the wonders of God…”  In all of these different languages, the wonders of God are actively declared for everyone to hear.  How have you been actively declaring the wonders of God to those around you?  The Psalmist admonishes us with the importance of passing on these reminders, as he writes, “We will not hide them from their children; we will tell the next generation the praiseworthy deeds of the LORD, his power, and the wonders he has done” (Psalm 78:4).  What wonders of God can you share with those around you today?  

Acts 2:12-13  
· How do you respond when you hear of God’s work around you?  Are you amazed?  Perplexed?  Or are you filled with envy and jealousy?  Or are you filled with skepticism and cynicism, and as a result, try to explain away the work of God in their lives (v.13)?  What should be the appropriate response to the work of God?  

Acts 2:14 

· “Peter stood up with the Eleven.”  Notably, even though Peter was the only one speaking, the other Eleven stood up together with him.  In the words of one commentator, this pattern reveals that “Ministry is almost always done as a team in Acts.”
  Recall the mutual strengthening that Daniel and his three friends provided for each other (cf. Daniel 3).  How can you foster further growth in your relationships in this Family of God towards this end?   What area of relational maturity is God prompting you to repent of?  How can your relationships be maximally used for the purpose of sharing the Gospel?

Acts 2:16ff.
· It is clear that Peter was ready “in season and out of season” with the exact Scripture that was needed at that specific occasion (cf. 2 Tim. 4:2).  Would you be able to respond in a similar situation with the Word of God?  How can you equip yourself with Scripture to boldly and effectively preach as Peter did?  Reflect on Rom. 1:16 and 2 Tim. 3:14-4:2 as you commit yourself to a careful and diligent study of Scripture.  

Acts 2:21 
· “And everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”  This reference to Joel 2:32 highlights how God desires the Good News of Salvation to be preached to everyone.  It is also found in Rom. 10:13-15 where Paul asks the series of questions:  
· How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in?  And how can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard?  And how can they hear without someone preaching to them?  And how can they preach unless they are sent?
· How can you personally respond to these questions with your mind, your hands, your resources, your time, and your life?  

Acts 2:23,36  
· Peter lays the burden of responsibility for Jesus’ death upon those gathered there: “and you, with the help of wicked men, put him to death…Jesus, whom you crucified.”  How would you respond to these accusations?  When was the last time you confessed to the basic core of your sins and claimed responsibility for Jesus death?  With prayers of thanksgiving, express your gratitude to Him who bore the penalty for your sins on the cross.  

Acts 2:24 
· “But God raised him from the dead.”  What a wonderful reminder of God’s power that brought triumphant victory over sin and even death itself!  What fears and worries are binding you down today?  Reflect on God’s power and faithfulness as expressed in David’s foreshadowing of this in v.25, “Because he is at my right hand, I will not be shaken.”  Recall 1 John 4:4 “the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world” and confidently cling onto God during your trials and troubles.  

Acts 2:36  
· “God has made this Jesus…both Lord and Christ.”  Who is this Jesus to you?  Is He not only Christ, the deliverer, but also the Lord, controlling all of who you are?  What aspects of your life do you deny Jesus dominion over and access to?  What parts of your life do you still refuse to surrender to His Lordship?  Commit again to surrender all to Jesus who is both Christ and Lord.
